A program has been designed to provide ongoing technology classes, events, and
materials focused at our teen patrons. The target is to help them prepare for
college and adult life. In doing so, our aspiration is to spawn a local maker
community and engage with area schools, businesses, non-profit groups and
other libraries.

The project will promote skills related to inexpensive microcontroller board
programming, electronic tools, robotics, computer-controlled art, circuit design,
digital photography, code library development, audiovisual entertainment,
electronically enhanced art, electronic clothing/textile projects, and more.

Program intent is to run events throughout the year at various times to allow as
many teens as possible to participate. The programs will be hands-on project-
based and will build upon skills learned in introductory classes. We hope to begin
this program in the Fall of 2016.

The technology program will provide a place for teens to experience the joy of
learning at the Library. It will also enhance our role as a community learning hub.
The variety of content in these programs will span many curricular areas: science,
math, computer skills, art, music, and other STEAM-related subjects. These
programs will reinforce and build on classroom lessons and topics.
